Report from Transport and Parking Advisory Group - Cllr N Griffiths updated the committee.
The consultation period on the yellow lines in Enbrook Road and Chichester Road had ended. There were quite a few responses to the formal notice issued by the district council, some in favour, some against, and some requesting a modification, including Saga. The district council’s response is that Saga’s proposal would not provide an adequate solution to the original problem of constriction - the key priority being the speedy access for emergency vehicles. All those who responded to SDC will be contacted when the formal proposal is approved. If there is no call of the proposal by the scrutiny committee, work on yellow lining will start end of November/beginning of December.

Report from Beaches Advisory Group
Cllr M Findlay-Stone and the Parish Clerk will meet with Giles Barnard from Shepway District Council regarding an option offered to use people serving community service to clean the beaches. It was stressed that this service must not take over from the beach cleaning that the district council undertakes during the summer period.

Sandgate Society – the plaque for Dame Sheila Sherlock was put in place today. Roger Joyce will attend the Remembrance Service on 11th November in France. Three prizes will be awarded for the Lola Lachlan writing competition at the primary school on Friday.

Public realm designs – the council had previously agreed to pay for design drawings for the area around the new public conveniences; however, it was felt that, to be fully contextual, the designs should include the whole seafront area. The designs produced by Mark Hanson Designs should now go out to public consultation for residents’ opinions; it must be stressed that the designs are only a possible vision for the seafront area. The priority is still the area around the public conveniences. Payment of the designs will come out of the Village Design Statement budget. The Parish Clerk was requested to put a notice about the designs in the notice boards and put the designs on display in the library. It was agreed that a presentation should be organised giving people an opportunity to give their views.

Precept for 2012/13
A short discussion took place on budget requirements – there needs to be some reserves for litter bins, notice boards etc. It was agreed that there should be a specific ‘Environment’ provision in next year’s budget; the committee will look at this year’s expenditure and will make a budget recommendation for 2012/13 to the next main council meeting.
