Parking and Transport issues:

Community Speed Watch (Annual Return) Cllr A Rimmer to arrange future sessions.
Parking in Sandgate (ZV) Cllr Z Varian is liaising with Cllr Robert Bliss to get new ticketing for Castle Road car park to enable businesses to reimburse customer parking.  The new parking spaces are subject to consultation process, which is yet to get underway.

Gas Main Works (ZV) works are proceeding well with anticipated completion at the end of May.
HGV’s in Radnor Cliff Crescent (ZV) Cllrs agreed unanimously to support Cllr Roland Tolputt’s campaign to get signage installed to prevent lorries using Radnor Cliff Crescent.
Saga and Enbrook: Consultation update (ZV) Cllr Varian deplored the time it has taken to get consultation process under way particularly given the increase in dangerous incidents in the Enbrook area.  Representations have been made to SDC by councillors and Enbrook residents to get matters underway with all possible speed.
