Declarations of Interest  - There were no declarations of interest.

Unless the personal interest amounts to a prejudicial interest, he/she may participate fully in the meeting.

A prejudicial interest is one, which a member of the public with knowledge of the relevant facts, would reasonably regard as so significant that it is likely to prejudice a councillor’s judgement of the public interest. Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.

Minutes of last meeting - That the minutes of 1st March 2011 having been circulated were confirmed and signed. Proposed by Cllr N Bliss seconded by Cllr R Dixon and agreed unanimously.

Chairman’s remarks – Cllr Varian thanked all councillors and the Clerk for their attendance during her term and for the cordial and helpful spirit in which meetings had been conducted.

5. 
Saga and Enbrook: Consultation update (ZSV) Bob Porter, Head of Health and Housing SDC has written to Enbrook residents advising them that the consultation on possible options for parking arrangements will take place in June 2011.  Cllr Varian regretted the delay and has made clear the difficulties endured by residents.  Bob Porter and Chris Lewis, Head of Planning SDC, have visited Saga to discuss a possible permit scheme and use of existing and future on-site car parks.
3. Parking and Transport issues: Community Speed Watch (AR): Cllr A Rimmer will arrange future sessions. Parking in Sandgate (ZSV):  Alan Lague, Highways Officer SDC, advised that the consultation for the 8 new parking spaces and the junction protection at Radnor Cliff Crescent had been published today.  Discussions are continuing about a possible reimbursement of customer parking charges in Castle Road car park.  HGV’s in Radnor Cliff Crescent (ZSV): Cllr Roland Tolputt has received approval for signage.  Gas Main works (ZSV): - Cllrs advised that progress was slow and Cllr Varian undertook to contact Southern Gas Networks and KHS.  
4.  “Respect Sandgate” campaign (ZSV):  - Stickers regarding dog excrement have now been put on all bins and a map with the bin locations has been sent to Graham Lawes SDC.  Food and drink outlets are co-operating and there has been a general improvement.  Cllr Bliss has organised the cleanup of the Village Green outside Gate 28 following the utilisation of the area by the gas works company. The “Shared Windows” project has been a success with a new tenant in prospect for “Serena News”.  Cllr Varian advised that there were a possible three further new businesses for the village. 
5. Beach: Blue Flag application – Cllr Z Varian will call a meeting of the Beach Management Committee before May.  Public Convenience – progress report (ZSV): the plans, which are on display in the Library, were approved at the Planning meeting earlier this evening. Community Landscaping project (ZSV):  Roger Joyce, Chairman Sandgate Society, is organising a public meeting with KCC and an urban landscape practice in May.
