Vote in the Chairman - Cllr M Findlay-Stone was voted in as Chairman of the meeting. Proposed by Cllr T Prater, seconded by Cllr Nigel Griffiths and agreed unanimously.

Apologies for absence - Cllrs. N Bliss, R Bliss, J Holben, R Grundy, T Heselden and PCSO Debbie Bishop
3.
Declarations of Interest - none received
Councillors and officers present should disclose personal interests in any item on this agenda.  A councillor or officer with a personal interest must describe and give details of the interest. Unless the personal interest amounts to a prejudicial interest, he/she may participate fully in the meeting.  A prejudicial interest is one which a member of the public with knowledge of the relevant facts, would reasonably regard as so significant that it is likely to prejudice a councillor’s judgement of the public interest. Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted, withdraw from the meeting room.

Minutes of last meeting - The minutes of 12th July 2011 were confirmed as a correct record and 
signed by the Chairman, proposed by Cllr. M Fitch, seconded by Cllr. G Fuller and agreed 
unanimously.

5.
Chairman’s opening remarks Cllr Findlay-Stone reported that the steering group for broadband in Sandgate, having received a grant for £50,000, has been reviewing proposals in response to the tender sent out by the county council. The proposals will be discussed at the steering group meeting and a report will be sent to the next main council meeting.
6.
To agree in principle, subject to contract, letter from P Marshall re recreation ground - Cllr M Fitch was concerned about the management aspects and costs of taking over the facilities. There was a discussion regarding maintenance and who would oversee the maintenance contract or Service Level Agreement - possibly this would be the Parish Clerk. There may be a requirement to pay someone to keep a check on the sites as it would not be managing the facilities professionally to rely on councillors or the parish clerk to check the facilities on an ad hoc basis. There was also an issue re maintenance costs and it was questioned how much this could increase the precept by. The council could bid for funding; there was already £100k was ‘on the table’ from the De Haan Charitable Trust for a multi-use games area (MUGA) but only if the council controls the facilities, not the district council. It was agreed that the council would agree in principle to Shepway council’s heads of terms, subject to detailed contract and proposals. There was a second submission to request the Finance Committee to produce an action plan on how to manage the facilities and give funding costs; this to be produced at the same meeting when the council considers the contract from the district council. Both proposals were proposed by Cllr T Prater and seconded by Cllr G Fuller and agreed unanimously. The Clerk was requested to inform Shepway District Council of the council’s decision and to inform Cllr N Bliss regarding the action plan.
7.
Christmas lights – it was proposed that the council purchases lights for twenty-five lampposts from Sandgate Hill to the end of the coastguard cottages and to have Christmas trees and a Santa sleigh above the shops in the Golden Valley. Previously the lights have been rented. The decorations would be put up and down and stored by Folkestone Town Centre Management. The purchase cost of the decorations is £8,500 and would need to come out of reserve funds. This was proposed by Cllr G Fuller and seconded by Cllr N Griffiths and agreed unanimously.
Cllr M Findlay-Stone informed that the switch on event will be Saturday 25th November. Escondido will have a large Christmas tree on the green and this can act as the light turning-on ceremony with mince pies, mulled wine and a Father Christmas. David Hebditch of Portland Studio is arranging a rock and roll night at the Chichester Hall; people will be able to purchase tickets to go to this event after the ceremony.
8. 
Environment Committee report (including Business, Traffic and Parking and Beach Management)  (MFS) – one business is leaving – Aardvark Pet Supplies. Facebook is now up and running, under the name Sunny Sandgate. This may need to be changed as there is another site with that name in Australia. Cllrs T Prater and N Griffiths of the Environment Committee updated on the meeting held on 6th September; the yellow lines parking time will be 10am - 4pm. It was also noted that there are pot holes in Enbrook Road; N Griffiths will chase this up. There appear to be few cars parking in the car park. Several parents are being abusive to the PCSO re parking at the school. It was suggested that the district council should be requested to provide revenue figures for the public loos and also to include the parish council when sending out the tender papers regarding the ice cream parlour.  Shepway District Council will send a quote re beach cleaning. This can then be discussed at the next main council meeting. Cllr J Holben is liaising with the water companies. The Bye Law review is in process.
