4. Report from Transport Advisory Group (ZV, SP, AR) Cllr Z Varian reported on the meeting held with KHS on 7th October 20009 and the subsequent discussion of same at the TAG meeting on 20th October 2009.  Minutes of both these meetings are on file.
Traffic calming on Sandgate Hill on approach to Coolinge Lane Junction: An interactive sign has been approved and will be funded by Cllrs Tim Prater and Roland Tolputt from their Highway Fund. 

Parking in bus lay-by by parents of schoolchildren: Shepway DC to enforce restriction.

Buses turning in road at junction: KHS to discuss with Stagecoach

20mph zone in Coolinge Lane outside schools: congestion created its own traffic calming

Poster campaign along Sandgate Road to slow vehicles will be organised by KHS
Missing yellow lines at Radnor Cliff Crescent junction KHS to repaint
Additional parking restrictions at bottom of Sandgate Hill o/s church to be reviewed
Bybrook Field area – problem parking: KHS to engage with Saga

Folkestone School for Girls – KHS to discuss Travel Plan and dropping off point for parents

Police presence at Coolinge Lane junction to deter inappropriate parking/jaywalking by children

Parish Council to engage with FSG Governors: ZSV to pursue

Pedestrian crossing problems for primary school children/ parents: unlikely to receive funding but TAG will pursue this issue with KHS and SDC
Coolinge Lane one-way system: not appropriate

Additional items discussed at TAGmeeting: 

Pedestrian crossing Brewer’s Hill: Cllr Tim Prater to pursue with KHS

SID and position of speed camera: ZSV to pursue with KHS

Gough Road one –way system: ZSV to raise with SDC

Reinstatement of bus service from Sandgate to Folkestone West under discussion with all parties

Land at rear the Sir John Moore flats - no funds for investigation work at present

Former Solarium near the Sir John Moore statue - No funds for investigation work at present.

Parking bays along the Esplanade - On proposed list for 2010 but will probably have pay and 
display machines.

Pedestrian crossing on the Esplanade – Outside Bar Vasa because this is natural pinch point

Buses turning on Sandgate Hill – now with KHS
Vehicles turning in junction of Radnor Cliff Crescent and A259 – now with KHS
Sandgate Hill problems and Radnor Cliff Junction - Now with KHS.

Pedestrian bridge - Dropped.



Community Speed Watch (ZV, SP, AR) Cllr Z Varian report the PCSO was now organising this but more volunteers were needed.  The parish clerk will put a notice up in the library.

Beach: Bathing Water Quality; Signage; Cleaning Rota (ZV) It was reported that the notice boards had now had new Perspex fitted.  The parish clerk will ask about future reports on water quality.  Cllr Z Varian will meet with the Department of Environment, Southern Water and Shepway District Council to discuss last May’s event on 26th November 2009.
