REQUEST BY SANDGATE PARISH COUNCIL FOR TRANSFER OF FOUR OPEN
SPACES

Thank you for you recent expression of interest in the transfer of the following four sites
(‘the Sites’) to the Parish Council:

1. Sandgate Village Green, west of junction between Sandgate High Street
and Military Road.

2. War Memorial and land, east of junction between Sandgate High Street
and Military Road.

3. Recreation Ground, Military Road.

4. Gardens, Wilberforce Road.

| wish to confirm that the District Council's Informal Cabinet considered the request on 15
August 2011 and agreed to the offer of a forty-year lease for each of the Sites with the
following Heads of Terms: :

1. The rent for each lease is to be a peppercorn.

2. The use of the Sites is to be restricted to their existing use as public recreational
areas.

3. The lease for the gardens at Wilberforce Road is to include a break clause in favour
of the District Council exercisable at any time on the giving of not less than six
months’ notice.

4. The District Council shall provide the following financial and other support to assist
the transition:

o The cost of grounds maintenance for the Military Road Recreation Ground
as follows:
