Sandgate toilets/Granville Parade upgrade -  Cllr G Boot will chase Shepway District Council for definitive plans for the new scheme.  They had asked the Parish Council to confirm that the funding of £25,00 was ring‑fenced.  He further informed the meeting that the Finance Committee would be recommending as a result of the loss of the Interreg project a £10,000 budget for further improvements and landscaping in addition to the scheme.

Bollards - Sir John Moore Memorial update -  Cllr G Boot informed that this will begin when the 
weather was appropriate.

Respect Sandgate leaflets printing costs £250. The council voted £250 to be used for printing of 
leaflets and poster regarding this project, proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr R Dixon and 
agreed unanimously.

Statement of internal control - This was adopted, proposed by Cllr G Boot, seconded by Cllr S Boot 
and agreed unanimously.

Review of effectiveness of system of internal audit - this was adopted, proposed by Cllr G Boot, 
seconded by Cllr S Boot and agreed unanimously.

Grant applications received   -  1)  Di Burns  - Workshops in Textile Construction - after a short presentation by Di Burns a motion was proposed to grant £1000  to Di Burns  for Workshops in Textile Construction, proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr S Boot and agreed unanimously.

Parking - Saga and Enbrook Road/Military Road - this was reported under the Environment 
report

Sandgate Community Trust funding Cllr G Boot gave an overview stating that Shepway District Council had written indicating that they would offer the freehold of the four areas of land involved to the Parish Council.  Mr David Cowell of the Sandgate Community Trust had been contacted and indicated that his negotiations on behalf of the Trust had stalled and it seemed that SDC, despite the Parish Council’s comfort funding commitment and the 5‑year break clause in the lease proposed by the Community Trust, were not minded to proceed with the same.
Cllr G Boot has asked for Shepway District Council to confirm the final detail of any transfer proposed, indicating that the same problems and rationale for not taking the land still prevailed.  However it was felt that as the offer had been made we should clarify the situation but that it was probably correct that any final decision should be deferred until the new Council is elected in May.
