Transport Advisory Group meeting on 12th January 2010 

 Cllr Varian advised that the following items are under consideration: 

Formation of a user group to improve road safety in Coolinge Lane and Sandgate Hill area
 A pedestrian crossing on the boundary of Sandgate and Folkestone with possible joint funding from Sandgate Parish Council and Folkestone Town Council 



A pedestrian refuge crossing on The Esplanade. 


Local opinion to be sought regarding a one way system in Gough Road & yellow lines in Castle Bay. 

A public meeting will be held after the Strategic Speed Review has been published.



Cllr Z Varian is also working with various groups to look at cycle routes for Sandgate


Junction Protection – Military Road Area
The Traffic Order will be issued shortly and will be considered by Council
Community Speed Watch - Cllr A Rimmer will undertake the organisation of this useful work with Mark Wilson, PCSO; Cllr Varian will canvass volunteers.
Castle Road Car Park - Figures for the first four months takings and the projected annual earnings were discussed.  It was agreed that Sandgate could not match projected income of £25,000.

Beach: Cleaning SDC (ZV); Youth Group (JH); Landscaping (ZV); Dog Fouling (ZV)
Cllr Z Varian will contact SDC to ask if the Community Service group can once again clean the beach every week.  Ideas for sprucing up area in front of the public toilets in Granville Parade were discussed.  PCSO Mark Wilson and Dog Warden, Karyl Rimmer, have undertaken extensive dog fouling patrols.
