Parking and Transport issues:  Mr Paul Rees, Sustrans Ranger, and Mr Steve Fawke, Sustranns Ranger and Chair Spokes East Kent Cycle Campaign: The Parish Council’s position on cycling on the maintenance gangway was discussed and the discrepancies on the published details of National Cycle Route 2 will be addressed by Sustrans and the Shepway Cycle Forum.  Cllr Varian outlined her plans for safer cycling in Sandgate and invited a representative from Sustrans to join the meeting with Kent Highway Services. Meeting with KHS: confirmed 21st April at 2.00pm at The Hermitage, followed by inspection of Sandgate Hill at close of school day.   Councillors and representatives from TAG will meet David Barton, Donna Rixson and Thomas King. Junction protection Military Road and environs.  Cllr Z Varian confirmed that the order will come into force on 12th April and work can be started thereafter.  Speed Watch - Cllr A Rimmer confirmed they now had 17 members on the rota and Cllrs Z Varian, S 
Boot and A Rimmer will collect and return the equipment to Folkestone Town Council.

Beach:  Meeting with Chris Kirkham and Blue Flag Application (SP) Cllr Prater had reported on this at last Parish meeting.  Blue Flag application requires beach enhancement and Mr Ron Lewis, Sandgate Society,  spoke to the meeting about his plans to improve area around the public convenience on Granville Parade including bike racks and water fountain.  Cllr Varian to follow up with Sandgate Society, Southern Water Services and Electricity Board for possible funding and development of proposals.
Youth Group Litter Pick (JH); No  report.  Coastal Protection (ZV); Cllr Z Varian reported on her conversation with Colin Paine, Engineering Manager SDC - despite storms at beginning and end of programme of beach work, he was confident that condition of rock groynes at Battery Point and on Sandgate Beach had been improved and further work will be carried out in September/October. The clearing of the solarium area was also discussed with Mr Paine and Cllr Varian will pursue this.  

Cllr Z Varian will continue ask for improved beach and street cleaning.
