Interreg funding update Nothing to report.

Village sign CllrG Boot updated and proposed that 10 miniature plaques be purchased for future use at 
a cost of £250.  Proposed by Cllr G Boot, seconded by Cllr N Bliss and agreed unanimously.  Cllr 
G Boot will also request  the mould for these.

Parking report including Military Road and Enbrook Valley. Cllr Z Varian updated and after 
discussions by the council it was proposed that the Gas Board would be asked to put more bollards out 
to ease problems regarding parking in this area.  Proposed by Cllr. G Boot, seconded by Cllr R 
Dixon and agreed unanimously.

Community Land Trust update - Nothing to report
12
Sandgate Esplanade - Pedestrian Crossing.  A lengthy discussion took place as a result of the public 
consultation.  There were 105 responses and 58 were against a pedestrian crossing or refuge 
island‑type crossing.  Of the remainder there were a number in favour of a form of traffic calming that 
did not result in a parking loss.  There were also representations from businesses opposed to the loss of 
parking; the primary reasons given on most of the consultations were annotated and were loss of 
parking, no safety case from KCC and not good use of public money.  Cllr S Prater proposed that 
Sandgate Parish Council should match‑fund with £15,000 the £15,000 on offer from a 
discretionary grant by Cllr Tim Prater so that the zebra crossing could go ahead.  This was 
seconded by Cllr A Rimmer.  3 votes for, 5 votes against and 1 abstention.  The proposal was 
therefore not carried.

A further discussion took place and it was proposed by Cllr J Holben, seconded by Cllr N Bliss that 
as the £15,000 had been allocated other methods of traffic calming with no loss of parking should 
be explored.  This was agreed unanimously and Cllr J Holben agreed to carry out further 
research.

Sandgate Christmas Lights switch on Cllr G Boot informed that he had obtained a £1000 grant from 
Shepway District Council to put towards new lights.  Cllr Bliss suggested extending the lights on the 
Esplanade and to look into solar lights for the Golden Valley.  The Switch on of the lights will be 
Saturday 27th November at 6 pm.
