Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.

Chairman's opening remarks:  Cllr G Boot again explained the rationale behind the cancellation of the 
wine festival.  Enquiries of the police with regard to the PCSO, Mark Wilson, indicated that he was still 
not well enough to perform on‑beat duties and these are currently being covered, as explained earlier, by 
PCSO K Sansom.  In view of another burglary the Parish Council was hoping that community groups such 
as the Sandgate Society or RRRA might form a more central neighbour watch scheme:  in fact the RRRA 
were encouraging this.

Library Re-launch a date is still to be agreed by Folkestone Library.

Coffee Machine - this was deferred until next meeting.

Wi-fi - after discussion it was decided that this would not be suitable for the Library.

Children’s Art Project Funding. (Section 145) This was deferred until the next meeting.

Traffic/Parking Costs and Update - Cllr Z Varian had costs for removal of yellow lines in parts of 
Sandgate High Street, Military Road West and Granville Road East which will create 10 new parking 
places.  It was proposed to go ahead with this -(Section 137)  proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by 
Cllr S Whiffin
and agreed unanimously. Cllr Z Varian had costs for the painting of yellow lines at the 
junction of Military Road, Byebrook Field and Enbrook Valley.  It was proposed to go ahead with this- 
proposed by (section 137) Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr R Dixon and agreed unanimously.  Painting of 
white parking bays in 
Enbrook Road was deferred.
