Report on Library re-launch - Cllr J Holben update regarding the re-launch which went well but more 
people had been expected. The stock of books in the library has been improved due to rotation of stock.  A 
coffee machine was now installed in the library.  We also have an history trolley. The Saturday morning 
opening was now in place on a 6 month trial basis so hopefully people will use it otherwise it will revert 
back to the Mon- Fri 9 30 - 1pm timetable.

Beach Signage Funding (ZV) Section 137 Cllr Z Varian updated with costs and proposed £300 to cover 
making and installing them.  Proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr N Bliss and agreed 
unanimously.

Newsletter [JH] - Cllr J Holben updated saying work was in progress.  Cllr Z Varian will write two short 
articles on Water Quality and Transport in Sandgate.

L.D.F Consultation and response. Cllr J Holben mentioned the 900 new houses to be built on army land 
in Cheriton. Cllr R Dixon will write to Shepway District Council regarding the effect this would have 
on transport, schools and local amenities.

Traffic/Parking Costs update Cllr Varian update the council with cost for putting yellow lines at the 
junction of Millitary Road/Bybrook field and Enbrook Valley Road.  After discussion by the council it 
was agreed to keep chasing Shepway District Council to fund these

Sandgate free parking report [GB report]   A report was read from Cllr G Boot  regarding the proposal 
from Shepway District Council was that SPC pay £25,000 for free parking for £10,000 for partially free 
parking.  It was decided to reject Shepway District Council counter offer and allow Shepway District 
Council to continue with TRO to charge for parking at Castle Road car park. 

Thanks were recorded for Cllr G Boot for his 
work in this regard.  It was decided that an article will be put in the Sandgate Newsletter and a letter will 
be sent to the local newspaper from the Chairman.
