(PCSO M Wilson gave a short presentation and update).

Public Questions  Twenty minutes had been set-aside for the public to ask questions of the Council.  Each member of the public wishing to put a question will inform the Parish Clerk at the time of their arrival at the meeting and questions will be put accordingly.  Speakers will be allowed a maximum of two minutes to put his or her question.  The Parish Council will endeavour to answer any question put to them within the time limit of two minutes, but may have to contact the questioner at a later date with an answer, or consider placing the matter on the agenda for the next meeting for a more lengthy discussion.
Questions
1
Why are there no dog fouling enforcement signs on the sea walk.   Cllr J Holben agreed to speak with SDC.  Cllr G Boot also agreed to write to SDC.

2
Castle Road car park.  The figures recently reported by SDC were misleading.  The average take per week to 22nd September was £554 not £700 as reported. There was a request for regular figures to be reported at these meetings.

The Chairman opened the meeting at 7:17 pm
There were four members of the public in attendance

In the absence of the Parish Clerk Cllr S Prater volunteered to act as Clerk for the meeting.  This was proposed by Cllr G Boot, seconded by Cllr S Boot and passed unanimously.

1 Apologies for absence   —   Apologies were received from Cllrs R Dixon, Z Varian, J Hartman-Jemmett.

2 Declarations of Interest   —  There were no declarations of interest.
3 Minutes of last meeting of 8 September 2009  —  Having been circulated these were confirmed as the correct record and signed by the Chairman.  This was proposed by Cllr Whiffin, seconded by Cllr Bliss and passed unanimously.

4 Chairman’s opening remarks   —   These were covered elsewhere in the agenda.

5 Chairman’s correspondence   —   The correspondence was read.  Cllr J Holben declared an interest in a request from the Chichester Hall committee for £5,000 towards roof repairs and scaffolding.  This will be included in the next agenda.

6 Litter bins (new and overhaul)   —   Cllr G Boot has obtained some quotes for the redecoration.  The best quote is for a complete rub down, 2 coats of paint with the gold picked out for £65 + vat, or £230 for 5.  Cllr N Bliss proposed a budget of no more than £1380 for the 30 bins.  Cllr S Whiffin seconded and it was passed unanimously.
New bins have been quoted at £480 each for a bigger and studier bin than the previous plastic bins.  Cllr N Bliss proposed the purchase of 4 new bins, seconded by Cllr A Rimmer, passed unanimously.

7 Folkestone Parks and Pleasure Ground Charity update   —   There is nothing to report.
8 Newsletter —   Cllr J Holben reported that this is now ready with a couple of changes to be made.
9 Winter planters / Granville Parade  —   Cllr Z Varian had suggested an idea of planters on Granville Parade.  A quote for the replacement of the Perspex of the signage on the back of the toilet block had been received at £100, reduced to £85. These items were deferred to the next meeting.
The planters are being filled with winter plants along the esplanade and outside the Ship pub.

10 Further daffodil planting —  Cllr J Holben proposed £300 be spent on more daffodils along the Esplanade and in the Golden Valley.  This was seconded by Cllr S Boot and agreed unanimously.
11 Christmas tree little green and Christmas lights  —  Cllr N Bliss reported that there will be a Christmas tree outside the Fish shop and the lights will be extended further down the high street.
12 Xmas lights switch on —  Cllr N Bliss reported this will be on 28th November at 6:30pm.  The Chairman’s expenses will cover presents for children and mulled wine.  There will also be a snow machine, carol singing and a Father Christmas.  The only thing needed was someone to switch the lights on.


13 Public toilets —  This item was deferred.
14 Footpath order —  This had been covered under Chairman’s correspondence
15 Speedwatch Camera Update  —  This had been covered under the PCSOs comments.  In summary more volunteers are needed.
16 Parish Plan and Design Statement Update  —  Three consultation sessions had been very successful and lots of feedback had been fed in.  The questions are now being turned into a questionnaire which is due out at the end of November.
17 Palm House Antiques  —  Works have now been done on the property.
18 Land acquisition agreements  —  Cllr S Prater raised concerns that she had not had enough time to see the lease agreements for such a large commitment.  Cllr M Fitch was unsure what the residents would gain from the agreements and was concerned about the time needed for someone to watch over the areas.  Cllr S Boot agreed with Cllr S Prater that more time was needed.  Cllr N Bliss suggested that the agreement on the war memorial was dropped and everything else was deferred, but that the Military Road recreation ground should be agreed on.
Cllr J Holben agreed with Cllr N Bliss on the war memorial and offered to be the person who would oversee the areas and ensure they are being kept clean and tidy etc.  She was concerned that if the go-ahead wasn’t given on the Military Road ground that the play equipment planned for could not be installed.  Cllr S Prater suggested that the play equipment could still be installed on the land if owned by Shepway, as Folkestone Town Council does exactly that.

Cllr S Prater proposed that the agreement is deferred so that Cllrs can have time to look through the leases.  This was seconded by Cllr A Rimmer.  The motion was carried with Cllrs S Boot, G Boot, M Fitch, S Whiffin, S Prater and A Rimmer in favour with Cllrs N Bliss and J Holben against.
19 PCSO  —  This was covered earlier. 
20 Funding for Audio Post  —  This was deferred.


21 Environment Committee Report  —  There was no meeting in October and so no report given.
22 Planning Committee Report  —  Cllr S Prater of the Planning Committee updated on the meetings held since the last main meeting.  The report was proposed by Cllr N Bliss, seconded by Cllr A Rimmer and agreed unanimously.
