The Neighbourhood team will be working over the allotted dates, so please ring if you have any concerns and we will try to assist you anyway we can.

Last month I mentioned about the parking in Military road, there has been a few issues with the parking due to some of this coming from Saga workers but we are liaising with Saga so they are aware and we can then work together to come up with a solution that suits everybody. We are also talking to the Highways Agency to see if they can also assist with this issue.

Community Engagements were done in Castle Road, Sandgate High Street, The Riviera, and the Esplanade, the issues that were highlighted were parking and dog fouling.

I have spoken to our local dog warden and we are going to be patrolling the areas that were highlighted in the community engagement at different times of the day so I will update you next month on our findings.

And lastly there were a couple of unsightly caravans at the top of Oxenden road ,we have been working with the owners of the caravans over the last couple of months and im glad to say that they have now gone ,this will also make the road a lot safer at the top of the hill.
